Visit to Kew Gardens – Wednesday 17 July 

As part of Cultural Arts Week, we are taking Year 9 students to visit Kew Gardens. You may have seen this previously 
advertised as the Hunterian trip, but unfortunately they have temporarily stopped offering their school sessions, 
so it was necessary to make alternative arrangements. 

Kew Gardens is one of the world's most renowned botanical gardens and offers a unique educational experience 
with its vast collection of plants from around the globe, historic glasshouses, and beautifully landscaped gardens.

The cost of the trip has already been covered in the payment for Cultural Arts Week, and we will be making use of 
free travel from Transport for London. 

Students should come to school at the normal time, and we will dismiss students from Orpington Station at 
approximately 4pm.  

Students must be in full school uniform and wear sensible footwear, as we will be walking to and from the station. 
If the weather forecast is rainy, students are advised to bring raincoats or umbrellas. If the forecast is sunny, 
students are advised to bring sun cream and a hat. 

Students must bring a packed lunch to eat during the visit.
