For many years, we have 

worked with Speakers Trust, a charity which runs the Jack Petchey Speak Out! Challenge. This is a stimulating 

public speaking workshop for Year 10 students. This year, the event will be held on Wednesday 15 January 

2025.   

This will be a challenging day where students receive intensive training in public speaking and end the day 

with a 'Speak Off', giving them the opportunity to compete against other Bromley schools. The day will 

develop students' communication skills, clarity of thinking and their use of language. It will also help students 

gain confidence ahead of the GCSE Spoken Language assessment at the end of Year 10. 

Students will be in the workshop 

all day so will not be attending their usual timetabled lessons.
