Calculator for A Level Mathematics and Further Mathematics

knowledge of how to use it gives students a significant advantage in examinations. Those taking Further
Mathematics, will find a CG50 graphical calculator an especially useful (essential) tool. For A Level
Mathematics and Further Mathematics at Newstead Wood School our recommended model of calculator is
thus the CASIO CG50 Graphical Calculator.

As can be seen the CG50 has an RRP of £139.99 but all schools have access to special educational pricing and
thus we can offer this calculator for £75.
