Year 10 Japanese Day Trip to ‘Looks Delicious! Exploring Japan’s food replica culture’ at the Japan House 
London – 6 December 2024 

As part of the Year 10 Japanese course, on Friday 6 December we will be running a day trip to see, ‘Delicious!’ 
On this tour at Japan House London, students will explore Japanese technology involved in food culture, as 
well as how the latest technology has influenced modern Japan.  Students will also visit the Kyoto Gardens in 
nearby Holland Park where they will have the opportunity to experience a sense of Japanese culture, of the 
Japanese appearance and wabi-sabi culture.

Some venues do not accept cash, so students will need to be able to pay by card. Mrs Beney will be leading 
the trip and will be accompanied by another member of staff.
